Foundation, as she has just piled one high accomplishment on top of another for so
many years, and has deservedly reached an exalted pinnacle in our beloved sport.
We look forward to providing full administrative back-up and support to Lendon as
she assumes her new leadership position.

We are touched, too, as we know Lendon is, by the blending of historic roles of
two prominent American pioneer dressage families — the Grays and the Boomers.
Lendon’s mother was a nationally distinguished horsewoman in her own right, and
taught horseback riding lessons over national radio from her home in Maine.

And, listening in Nebraska was an aspiring young horseman named Lowell Boomer,
John’s father. Today 97 years of age, Lowell Boomer became the founding organizer
of the United States Dressage Federation (USDF) in 1973, then served for twelve
years as its Executive Director, followed by four more years as President, and in 1989
established The Dressage Foundation.
